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Application Process 
 
Requirements for application include: 

• Completed application (Please type or print clearly all information requested.) 
• Nonrefundable $30 application fee 
• Official transcripts from all universities and colleges attended 
• Two evaluation forms:  submit one form to your counselor or academic advisor and one to a teacher or 

education supervisor who has observed you interacting with children/youth.  The evaluator should send the 
completed form to the College of Education. 

• Passing test score on the CBEST, PPST or CBT.  This test is also required for licensure. 
• TSPC Character Questions (Complete the enclosed form.) 
• Resume detailing your work history and experience working with children/youth 
• Essay on an educational issue.  Please write a two-page essay on an educational issue.  Feel free to examine 

a topic that interests you.  The essay should include a thesis and examine both sides of the issue. 
 
Selection Process 
 
After an application is complete, the admissions committee will review the application on the following criteria: 

• Minimum requirements have been met 
• Recommendations indicate strong academic skills and ability to work with children or youth 
• Critical thinking and writing skills as assessed in the autobiographical sketch and interview 

 
Selected applicants will be called by the College of Education and invited for a personal interview.  At that time, 
applicants will also complete a timed writing sample to further examine his or her writing skills. 
 
Finally, applicants will be notified by mail if they have been admitted or denied. 
 
Admissions Requirements 
 

• 2.75 minimum GPA 
• Passing score on one of the following:  California Basic Educational Skills Test (CBEST), PRAXIS Pre-

Professional Skills Test (PPST), or PRAXIS Computer-Based Academic Skills Assessment (CBT) 
• Academic and pre-professional recommendations 
• Personal interview and writing sample completed at the time of interview
