To open the tape bay, push the open/eject butttrein
direction of the arrow while simultaneouglulling that
part of the camera away from the main body of the
camera.

To close, push the outer door (the one with the
open/eject button on it) towards the body of thmew,
wait for the interior mechanism to go down, theosel
it the rest of the way.

Make sure that the function switch is in the Play
position.

The LP mode will give you the most recording tiré (
minutes on a normal mini DV tape).

11. Return from the Video sub-menu and choose the
System sub-menu. Make sure that Demo Mode is Off.
If it's on, the camera may show random specialot$fe
during capture.

Press the “menu/batt.data” button again to exit the
menu.

To make sure you are at the beginning of the tasss
the left side of the circular button for rewind.

It is suggested that, instead of relying on batferyer,
you plug in the camera. An AC adapter is included
with the camera and plugs in to the jack under the
rubber flap on the top-right of the front of theveza
as you look at the viewfinder.

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Using Firewire and Windows Movie Maker (XP and Vish users)

This option is only available if you have a firesvjack on your
computer. Your computer may or may not have aviiejack,
depending on the model. To check to see if yoormder has
firewire, take the grey and black cables from thmera bag and
check to see if there is a jack on your computevhiich they
will fit. If you do have firewire, use the followg steps to
capture the video as a file on your computer:
1. Make sure the function switch is in the Play positi
2. Plug one end of the firewire cable into your congput
If you have a small-type firewire jack, use theckla
cable. If you have a large-type firewire jack tise
grey cable.

3. Plug the other end of the cable into the firewaekjon
the camera. This is found under the rubber flapodiy
to the right of the viewfinder eyepiece.

4. You should see notifications that windows has found
and is loading drivers for a new device. Nexici@en
should come up asking what action you want to take.
Choose Capture Video Using Windows Movie Maker
and click OK.

5. Windows Movie Maker should load. When prompted,
give the video a name. By default it will wantsave
the video in a “My Videos” subfolder under your my
Documents folder. If you want to save elsewhere,
change this now.

Click Next.

Here you will be asked to select the video forniét.
this is a long video (e.g. a class lecture) that want

to put up on iTunes U, choose “Video for broadband
(512 Kbps)” from the pull down menu.

Click Next.

If you want to capture all the video on the tagmase
“Capture the entire tape automatically.” Otherwise
choose “Capture parts of the tape manually.”

Click Next.

Remove the check from the check-box next to “Create
clips when wizard finishes.”

If you have chosen “Capture the entire tape
automatically,” the system will automatically rewdin

the tape, start the tape playing and stop the déogpr
when the video ends. You can end the recording ear
by clicking “Stop capture.”
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13. If you've chosen to “Capture parts of the tape
manually,” follow the instructions below:

a. Use the navigation buttons on the screen to
rewind (the two triangles pointing left) to the
beginning of the tape, and then play (the one
triangle pointing right).

b. When you see the video starting in the preview
screen, click the Start Capture button. This
will begin capturing the video.

c. When you come to a part which you do not
wish to capture, click the Stop Capture button.

d. When you are finished recording altogether,
click Finish.

Using Firewire and iMovie (Mac users)

If you have a Mac, the easiest way to capture video the
digital videocamera is to use the iMovie applicatizhich
comes with iLife on most new Macs.

1. Make sure the function switch is in the Play positi
