In the Advanced Settings section, removeligek in the check box next to “Hide extensions for
known file types.” Click Apply, then OK.

option.
c. Ifthisis an audio file (or if you wish to create
an audio file from a video file), choose the
“Video to MP3 Audio (High Quality)” option.

13. By default the program saves converted files in
C:\Converted Video Files. When conversion is
complete you can click the Open Folder button taayo
this folder.

14. Files in this folder should now be ready for upliogd
to iTunes U.

Tip: The preceding settings are designed to mdke that is
iTunes and iPod compatible and is most likely tbviithin the
500 MB size limit. Once you are comfortable witie t
conversion procedures, feel free to play around different
settings in order to create files that best matalr gurrent
needs.

Tip: Codecs are different systems for encoding®id®ne
video format can have different codecs. For irstaan .avi file
may be using the Divx or Cinepac or xvid or dozehsther
codecs. If a video was created using a certaiectiten you
must have that codec on your computer to be ableto that
video properly. Most good media players automéyidand the
proper codec, download it, and make it availablaltonedia
software on your computer. Occasionally, howeyeu, may be
forced to go to a webpage and download a codecdgfewing
a media file. Before you start trying to converhadia file, it is
a good idea to try to open that file in Windows NéeBlayer.
This should ensure that the proper codec is iestalh your
computer.

If you created your file on a Mac, then it almosttainly is already iTunes friendly. Most Mac nmeduthoring/editing programs give
the ability to save/export/render/share in an iRmohdly format. For instance, in iMovie, you cga to Share -> Export Using
Quicktime -> Export Movie to iPod. In QuicktimedPyou can go to File -> Export and choose MoviéPmd. Enhanced podcast
files created using Garage Band or Profcast shautidmatically be iPod compatible.
