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Installing Driver and Plugging In Video Capture Device 
 

1. Enter the Plus TV Driver CD (in the box with the 
video capture device).  If prompted to, allow it to run 
Autorun.exe. 

2. Plug the video capture device into your computer.  
The 2.5mm connector should go in the microphone jack 
on your computer, and the USB connector should go in 
any USB port on your computer.  

3. Choose “Driver Installation” 
4. Choose “Start” 
5. When the program says the driver has been 

successfully installed, click “OK” and then “Exit.”  
6. Plug the connectors at the other side of the video 

capture device into the video and audio output of the 
device you are recording from.  Use either the RCA (red, 
yellow and white) connectors or the s-video (round black) 
connector.  Anything capable of providing TV video out 
should be usable, including: 

a. VCRs. 
b. Digital and analog camcorders. 
c. DVD players. 
d. Video iPods. 
e. The InPerson video-teleconferencing unit. 

7. Some devices, such as a video iPod, output using a 
3.5mm connector, which looks like a headphone jack, 
only longer.  To record video from one of these devices, 
you will need to get a 3.5mm to RCA adapter. 

8. Keep in mind that some devices automatically send a 
signal to the TV output, others need to be told to do so.  
Consult the manual for the device you are recording from. 

 

 

 
Converting Video to a File on Your Hard Drive 

 
1) Insert the Power Director disk that comes with the video 

capture unit.  An installation program should come up 
automatically.  If it doesn’t, go to My Computer -> D: -
> Autorun -> Demo32.exe 

2) From the CyberLink Application Installer, choose to 
install PowerDirector 5.  Follow all prompts and accept 
all default settings.  

 
3) If prompted to, restart your computer.  
4) Plug in the video capture device as shown in the 

“Installing Driver and Plugging In Video Capture 
Device” section, above. 

5) Run Power Director.  You should see the following 
screen:  

 
6) Click on the “Capture” button in the upper left.  You 

should see the following screen:

7) In the bottom right, click on Settings.  You should see 
the following:  

 
8) If you’ve attached using s-video, choose “Video 

SVideo” for Capture Source.  If you’ve attached using 
RCA cables (the red, white and yellow cables), choose 
“Video Composite.” 

9) If you’ve plugged the audio jack into the microphone 
jack of your computer, choose “Microphone” for Audio 
Input. 

10) Click OK. 
11) Click on the “Profile” button in the lower-right.  You 

should see the following: 

 
12) Choose MPEG-2 Video, Windows (or All) and DVD 

HQ (Fast). 
13) Click OK.  You should be back to this screen:  

 
14) If you know the length of the video, check the “Time 

limit” check box to the left, and enter the time (in hours, 
minutes and seconds) in the text box next to it.  If you 

don’t know how long the video is going to be, leave the 
box unchecked. 

15) Tip: Before attempting to capture a long video, capture 
a short (e.g. 10 second) clip from that video and play it 
back (as shown in step 22, below) to make sure you 
have everything set up correctly. 

16) Start the video playing  
17) When the video appears on the screen, click the red 

record button below the video screen.  You will not hear 
anything, but audio is being captured. 

18) If you haven’t selected a time limit, click the black-
square stop button below the video screen when you 
wish the recording to end.  If you have selected a time 
limit, the recording will end automatically, but if you 
want to end it prematurely you can click the black stop 
button to stop it. 

19) When the recording ends, you will be prompted to name 
it.  Put in any name which will let you identify the file’s 
contents. 

20) Note: If the program locks up when the recording ends, 
force it to quit (click the X in the upper right hand 
corner).  Go into the C:\MyWorks folder and find the 
file “Capture.avi” and rename it.  This is your complete 
recording. 

21) Your file is saved under the directory C:\MyWorks.  
22) To preview the file and make sure it recorded correctly, 

click on the Edit button in the upper left.  You will see a 
screen saying that your clips are being imported.  Ignore 
any warnings.  You should now be at a screen that looks 
like this: 

  
23) Click on the clip you just recorded, and then click the 

arrow shaped play button below the screen on the right 
(or press the space bar) to start it playing. 

24)  Double-click on it there to preview it and make sure it 
recorded correctly. 

25) Before you return the video capture device, click on 
Start -> All Programs -> Cyberlink Power Director -> 
Uninstall Power Director and follow all prompts to 
remove the software from your computer. 

26) For information about how to convert this file to iTunes

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Converting Video to a DVD 
 

1) You must have a DVD burner on your computer.  On a 
desktop machine you should see a logo on the front of your 
CD/DVD drive that says “DVD” and “R/RW.” 

2) Insert the Power Director disk that comes with the video 
capture unit.  An installation program should come up 
automatically.  If it doesn’t, go to My Computer -> D: -> 
Autorun -> Demo32.exe 

3) From the CyberLink Application Installer, choose to install 
PowerProducer 4.  Follow all prompts and accept all 
default settings. 

4) Plug in the video capture device, as shown in the 
“Installing Driver and Plugging In Video Capture Device” 
section, above. 

5) Enter a blank, writable DVD into your drive. 
6) Start the Power Director program.  You should see a screen 

that looks like this:  

 
7) Choose “Right-to-Disc.”    You should see a screen that 

looks like this:  

 
8) Click on the Right-Arrow at the bottom-right of this 

interface.  When prompted to initialize the disk, click OK. 
9) The program will initialize the disk.  This will take about a 

minute. 
10) You should now see a screen that looks like this:  

 
11) Click the hammer-and-nail button.  This should bring up a 

screen that looks like this:  

 
12) If you’ve attached using s-video, choose “SVideo-1” for 

Video Source.  If you’ve attached using RCA cables (the 
red, white and yellow cables), choose “Composite1.” 

13) If you’ve plugged the audio jack into the microphone jack 
of your computer, choose “Microphone” for Audio input. 

14) Click the Green Check button. 
15) Click on the Settings tab.  You should see a screen that 

looks like this:  
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16) Changing the Video quality pulldown menu will change 
the amount of time you have available on the disk 
(displayed at the bottom, next to the bottom blue icon).  
For instance, if you choose HQ (High Quality) you may 
only have an hour and 4 minutes worth of time.  Choose 
the quality that will allow you to capture the entire video. 

17) Click on the Configuration tab. 
18) If you know the length of the video, check the “Auto-

recording duration” check box to the left, and enter the 
time (in minutes and seconds) in the text box next to it.  If 
you don’t know how long the video is going to be, leave 
the box unchecked. 

19) If, after entering the duration, you are given an error saying 
that the time was “invalid,” go back and change the video 
quality settings (as explained in step 16). 

20) Start the video playing on your VCR, camera or other 
playback device.  You should see it playing on the screen 
and hear the audio. 

21) Click the red “REC” button. 
22) If you haven’t selected a time limit, click the black-square 

stop button below the video screen when you wish the 
recording to end.  If you have selected a time limit, the 
recording will end automatically, but if you want to end it 
prematurely you can click the black stop button to stop it. 

23) Before you return the video capture device, click on Start -
> All Programs -> Cyberlink Power Director -> Uninstall 
Power Director and follow all prompts to remove the 
software from your computer. 

24) If, later, you decide you want to take the video from this 
DVD and convert it to iTunes format and upload it, see the 
TIP sheet “Converting and Uploading Files to Pacific at 
iTunes U.”
